Edeyo, which means “Help them” in Haitian Creole, is an independent, 
non-profit, 501(c)(3) organization dedicated to improving the lives of children in Haiti.

Edeyo was founded in 2007 in New York when Haitian-Americans Unik Ernest and 
Michael Pradieu came together with a common vision to empower Haitian youth by 
creating educational opportunities for some of Haiti’s poorest children. To this extent they opened the school, Ecole du Bel Air outside of Port au Prince in November 2007. The recent earthquake in Haiti has only strengthened Edeyo’s resolve to support the children of Haiti.
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Harlem Academy
Harlem Academy is an independent day school located in the heart of Harlem that provides quality education to children of all backgrounds whose aptitude for success in higher education might otherwise go unrealized.

Harlem Academy has a straightforward goal for each student: to attain the level of academic achievement and character development required to enter and thrive at top secondary schools. 

No student is ever turned away for financial reasons, tuitions depend on the parental incomes, which allows some families to pay as little as $400 a year. Harlem Academy is a non-profit, 501(c)(3) charity organization.
